JUBILEE INDULGENCE: [...] “To experience and obtain the In-
dulgence, the faithful are called to make a brief pilgrimage to 
the Holy Door, open in every Cathedral or in the churches desig-
nated by the Diocesan Bishop . . .  as a sign of the deep desire 
for true conversion.  Likewise, I dispose that the Indulgence may 
be obtained in the Shrines in which the Door of Mercy is 
open . . . It is important that this moment be linked, first and 
foremost, to the Sacrament of Reconciliation and to the celebra-
tion of the Holy Eucharist with a reflection on mercy.  It will be 
necessary to accompany these celebrations with the profession 
of faith and with prayer for me and for the intentions that I bear 
in my heart for the good of the church and of the entire
